Dear Nixon Families,

| hope by now that you have had the
opportunity to familiarize yourself with some
of your student’s Everyday Math work.
Nixon teachers are very busy learning to
use this new program with your children.
Nearly all of our teachers chose to attend a
three day training during the summer, and
all will have participated in two additional
full days of training as well as collaborative
grade level and staff meetings by the end of
October. We are using these new
materials in a thoughtful, deliberate
manner, adjusting and adapting to meet the
needs of our students.

At this stage, Nixon

teachers are finding

that they are pleased 1
with what this program

has to offer us,

especially the support

for differentiating

within each classroom.
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We want to be sure that all parents have
the resources at home that you need to
support your child. As | showed you at
Back to School Night, there are many
resources available online, including the
complete Student Resource Book for each
grade level. (Go to the Nixon website —
www.pausd.org/nixon and click on
“Everyday Math” in the Quick Links menu
on the left side of the page. Our computer
lab instructor, Sarah Patanroi, has included
some very helpful troubleshooting
information should you encounter
problems.) Your child’'s teacher will have
provided you with login and password
information. We know that not every Nixon
family has access to the Internet from
home. If this is your situation, we want you
to have the Student Resource Book for use
at home. We have attempted to gather this
information, but if we missed you, please let
your child’s teacher know immediately that
you need a copy of the Student Resource
Book to use at home.

The games in Everyday Math are an
important strategy for encouraging practice
of concepts learned, mental arithmetic and
logical thinking. Watch for game materials
and directions coming home for you to play
as a family. (The timing will vary by grade
and classroom.) When you play math
games with your children, be sure to share
your thinking out loud some of the time and
encourage your child to do the same.
Children can learn how to think about a
challenging problem by hearing how others
think about it.

There will be multiple opportunities for
parents to learn more about the
Everyday Math program across this
year. (The next opportunity will be a
presentation in Spanish at 6:30 p.m. on
November 12 at El Carmelo School -
Orientacion sobre el programa de
Matematicas Diarias (Kinder a 5to).)
Recently, some of you attended an
evening presentation by three of the
authors of Everyday Math from the
University of Chicago’s School
Mathematics Project on September 30.
One of these authors, Dr. Andy Isaacs,
visited Nixon the following day and
observed math lessons in four Nixon
classrooms. His comments were very
complimentary, noting the impressive
classroom management skills of each of
the teachers. He shared that he has
observed many math lessons in classrooms
across the country and that occasionally it
feels a bit like watching a third grade
orchestra try to play Beethoven’s 5™
Symphony. The lessons at Nixon, on the
other hand, he compared to watching the
Chicago Symphony Orchestra play
Beethoven. We do, indeed, have extremely
skilled teachers at Nixon and across
PAUSD!
